
Vardhman started in 1965 
with 6000 spindles.

In 1986 Vardhman acquired 
Mohta Special Steel , what 

now is known as Vardhman 
Special Steel.In 1982 the group entered 

the sewing thread market.    

Vardhman diversi�ed further into 
Weaving business with it’s plant in 

Baddi (Himachal 
Pradesh) in 1992.

Company also added another plant in 
Bharuch (Gujarat) in 1999 for the pro-

duction of Acrylic.

Vardhman sets up its �rst composite 
plant in 2007 incorporating Spinning, 

Weaving and Processing.

The group ventured into Garment Busi-
ness in 2011 engaging in manufacturing 

of formal shirts for men.

Our spindle capacity 
increased to 10 lac by 2013 reaching 
the highest spindle capacity in India.

Vardhman started proces-
sing fabrics in the year 2000.

In 2015, Vardhman completed 
50 Golden years.

By 2020 our capacity will 
reach185 million metres fabric 

making our company the
largest woven 

Vardhman started its 
printing unit in March 

2016.
